Maori culture

Maori are the tangata whenua, the indigenous people of Aotearoa

The
haka is the spine tingling war dance which is a must-see whilst in
New Zealand.

Entry to New Zealand is easy with a little preparation. Residents
from 60 countries around the world do not need to apply for

a visa into New Zealand. Australian citizens or residents, or
citizens of a country which has a visa waiver agreement with
New Zealand do not have to apply for a visa.

Auckland Convention Bureau can introduce organisers to a
Relationship Manager from Immigration New Zealand who will
detail the process of applying for visas as required.
